The new temple construction project has been progressing with the following

developments:

The initial cost estimate for the new temple and community center is $15M. With the grace
of HH Jagadguru Sri Shivarathri Deshikendra Mahaswamiji we have selected a construction
manager to join the JSS SM Construction Committee. The real work on selecting a site
preparation company is in progress. The first sign of the construction you will see toward
the end of May when the barn will be demolished.

The Construction Committee led by Umesh Murthy continues to hold weekly and biweekly
meetings to review progress and disseminate information.

One of the major challenges has been slow progress of the collection of donations and
pledges. Of the total cost of $15M, our initial goal is to raise $7.5M to enable us to seek a
bank loan for the remaining funds. We need to raise at least an additional $4.5M for the bank
to consider our application.

The fundraising committee has been working toward this goal. Our IT team led by Suresh
Dasari and Sanjath Sulkunte has been busy implementing CRM to manage the funds

collection process.
